Almost all of us like „better” more than “worse” and “better now” more than “better later”. When the better is shared by many and its amount is limited then each member of a group (the group being  family, district or region…) faces a problem: How much to take from the common pool and/or how much to contribute to it. Individual interest is likely to be in a conflict with interests of all members of social group or unit. The most common conflicts are:

I. What is in short run good for every individual group member turns to be worse for all of them if all them choose it (it constitutes “social traps” - dilemmas of limited resources, most often natural resources). The main question here is how much to take from the common pool.

II. Something is bad in short run for every individual member but when all members do it, they all are better off in long run (social barrier, i.e. public good dilemma). 

What makes people satisfy not only own but also common interest? We will be focused on the following questions:

1. How social motivation (social value orientations and control orientations) affect conflict perception and resolution?

2. Are orientations a kind of stable, trait like motivation or rather context dependent states varying in type and strength across various situations? 

3. To what extent perception, motivation and behavior in conflict situations are affected by nonverbal, body communication?

We will start in the middle of November. A list of papers/book chapters to be read before November will be announced in June.
